MA LS (96 version):
Organisms and Environments: Provide evidence that all organisms use some basic chemical building blocks, including water and oxygen. Observe that each kind of organism has special living requirements, and each has its own way to get the energy and nutrients it needs. Observe that green plants can make their own food from sunlight; animals consume plants or other organisms for their food.

MA LS (01 version):
Grade 3-5 Topic Energy and Living Things: Describe how energy derived from the sun is transferred within a food chain from producers to consumers to decomposers.

Grade 3-5 Topic Adaptations of Living Things: Give examples of how change in the environment has caused some plants and animals to die or move to new locations.

BPS LS:
Organism can be classified by functions they serve in an ecosystem: producers, consumers or decomposers
