MA LS (96 version):
Life Sciences: Give examples of how different plants and animals have features that help them thrive in different places.  Recognize that these features may be external, or internal or behavioral. Observe and illustrate ways that individuals of the same kind differ in some of their characteristics, and that sometimes the differences give an individual an advantage in surviving and reproducing.

MA LS (01 version):
K-2 Life Science: Recognize that animals (including humans) and plants are living things that grow, reproduce, and need food, air, and water. Recognize that people and other animals interact with the environment through their senses of sight, hearing, touch, smell, and taste.
